—SALVATION

Salvation covers not only what we
have done, but also what we are. It
is not because we commit sins that
we are sinners. It is because we are
sinners that we commit sins. To have
our sins forgiven is indeed wonder-
ful, but if we are not changed, the
value of forgiveness is, to say the
least, greatly diminished. Indeed one
questions the moral possibility of o
forgiveness which is not accompan-
ied by such a change.

This change we call regeneration.
It is more than a new outlook, or an
improved attitude, or a better code
of ethics, or a fresh motivation, al-
though all these things are involved.
It is being born again, born from
above, born of the Spirit, born "not
of bloods, nor of the will of the flesh,
nor of the will of man, but of God”
(John 1:13).

Of course one may object that
these are figurative expressions. At
least we cun answer that the change
is so radical that no other phrase, un-
less it be “a new creature,” can ade-
quately describe it. To those who
have known this passing from death
into  life, with its accompanying
emancipation from the power of sin,
being born again is more than a fig-
urative, theological expression. It is
the first reality.

The new birth is associated with
our new relation to God. We are
now His dear children. There is in-
deed the “adoption of sons,” an act
of God which secures for us the full
rights of sonship, but to assure that
this is not just an outward, legal
transaction, He sends the Spirit of His
Son into our hearts, so that by a di-
vine instinct we call God, “Abba, Fa-
ther.”

All this is the work of the Holy

Spirit. It cannot be effected by carnal
means, but is a miracle of grace. The
appointed instrument is the Word of
God. “Being born again . . . by the
Word of God, which liveth and abid-
eth for ever” (I Peter 1:23). It is a
sovereign act of God the Holy Ghost,
even as James declares: “Of His own
will begat He us by the word of
truth” (James 1:18). We can force a
profession of faith, and it will turn
out to be spurious, but we cannot
force the new birth,

At what instant the new birth
takes place may be difficult to deter-
mine. The strong Calvinist view is that
it is accomplished before the act of
faith in Christ, making possible an
exercise of faith which is utterly be-
yond the ability of the unregenerate
person. Others hold that the new
birth tokes place cotemporaneously
with the act of faith, or following the
act of faith as an immediate result of
it. While the theologians disagree on
the order, the clear fact remains that
“all who receive the Lord Jesus Christ
by faith are born again of the Holy
Spirit and thereby become children
of God.”

Two thoughts remain to be expres-
sed. First, the absolute necessity of
the new birth. “Ye must be born
again’ (John 3:.7). Second, the new
birth calls for expression in fervent
love for all who share this miracle of
God. “See that ye love one another
with a pure heart fervently; being
born again” (I Peter 1:22,23).
