• Once again the halls of LCBM re-echo 
with the sounds of happy students.

• Our Board and faculty will be engaged 
this year in a self-evaluative study preparing 
for re-evaluation of our College by the Ac­
crediting Association of Bible Colleges.

Member Colleges 
must be re-evaluated every 10 years. This 
regular and extensive evaluative study will be 
extremely helpful to our College in mainten­
ance of the highest standards of Christian 
education.

• Information has been sent to the friends 
of our College concerning our new Sponsors' 
Fellowship. This program is one whereby 
Cod's people may assist by regular giving to 
sponsor the gospel ministry of London Col­
lege. We need about $91,000. above student 
tuition to fulfill our responsibility of prepar­
ing young people for the service of Christ. I 
would earnestly appeal to each of you to 
share in this important ministry. Members of 
the Sponsors Fellowship will receive our 
monthly devotional guide "Green Pastures" 
as well as a quarterly progress report. Will 
you fellowship with us?
