CAN GODr

It was November 5, 1857, just ten
years before Confederation in Canada.
In the embryo town of Hamilton, On-
tario, (then known as ‘Canada West’),
some Methodists, hungry for God and
for revival in their midst, had been
waiting upon God. On the day mention-
ed, in some inexplicable way that his-
torians cannot ferret out, twenty-one
souls were born into the family of God
through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.
In the next few days, between three and
four hundred more professed conversion.
In ‘The Second Evangelical Awakening
in America’, which was a development
of his doctoral thesis, J. Edwin Orr
states: “It is somewhat significant that

_—Hamilton’s ‘gust of Divine power’ re-
____portedly sweeping through the entire

community ‘took its rise in the rise of
the laity’ and was entirely spontaneous.
This rise to leadership on the part of
laymen became typical of the great
movement that followed. Indeed the
Hamilton revival bore all the marks of
the subsequent American revivals, save
one, the union-prayer-meeting feature
that developed in New York City and
was popularized throughout the United
States”.

It was this revival in Hamilton that
stirred the longings of many wistful
pastors in the great Methodist-Episcopal
Church, which was America’s largest
and most evangelical body of that time.
It was this expectancy that led to the
great revivals that swept thousand into
the Kingdom of God during the late
winter and spring of 1858.

A revival in Canada? Did something
happen here, that had an influence and
impact on other parts of the world?
There is every evidence, that, in the bur-
geoning country that was soon to be led
into Confederation that united provinces
from “sea to sea”, the Spirit of God
worked through the prayers and pleas of
God’s people and did a mighty work of

\g'la'ee—bhat covered the rest of the con-

tinent.

In 1967, Canada will be celebrating
the Centennial of that Confederation.
With fairs and fan-fare, it will boast its
one hundred years of development and
growth. In Industry and the Arts and
Sciences, there will be portrayed the
growth of the past and the possible
development of the future. But in the
realm of religion, there will be little to
show for 100 years of preaching and
teaching. There are great stretches of

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Canada still ‘“unevangelized”, as we
understand the term; there are places
where there is no Gospel witness, and
where men and women live in spiritual
darkness, that is as great today as that
which confronted David Brainerd when
he sought to win the first “Canadians”
to Christ.

There are enough Churches, ministers,
Christian workers and Bibles available,
through whom, if the Spirit of God were
permitted to work, there could come a
“third evangelical awakening” that could
once again shake North America and
then the world. But alas, there are far
too many “Christians” who are too busy
seeking to “update the Bible and bring
the Church into the 20th Century” to be
concerned about the souls of men and
the deadness of the Church. There is
a great deal of money and energy being
expended to “demythologize” the Word
of God, and to make it “relevant to the
20th Century mind”, instead of humbly
and fervently declaring: “Thus saith the
Lord”.

As in 1857, just ten years before Con-
federation, it seems that God will have
to move on the hearts of the “laity” and
all who, with them, love the Lord Jesus
Christ and await His apearing, if there
is to be another awakening.

Can God? We believe He can! And
in the hearts of some who have met for
prayer and fellowship, there is a grow-
ing conviction that, with the Centennial
reminding us of our great heritage, we
must meet again God’s provision for
“doing it again”: “IF MY PEOPLE,
WHICH ARE CALLED BY MY NAME,
SHALL HUMBLE THEMSELVES,
AND PRAY, AND SEEK MY FACE
AND TURN FROM THEIR WICKED
WAYS, THEN WILL I HEAR FROM
HEAVEN AND WILL FORGIVE
THEIR SIN AND WILL HEAL
THEIR LAND”.

OH CANADA! with your great
forests and mighty rivers; with your
wealth in minerals and productivity of
soil; with your vast-prairies and breath-
taking mountains; with your countless
hamlets and great cities: WILL NO-
VEMBER 5, 1857, BE REPEATED IN
YOUR MIDST?

OH CHURCH OF CHRIST! with your
great Churches, increasing wealth and
decreasing power, will you feel afresh
the burning of God in your soul, and
see your fellowman swept by repentance
and faith into the family of God?

OH CHRISTIAN BELIEVER! does
your heart long to see God at work yet
once again: to see righteousness prevail
and sin denounced and darkness flee?
Do you pray and work, that God may
be seen and heard in you?

We cannot set dates for a revival or
put a time clock on God. But we humbly
believe that the year 1967 (or 1964,

1965, 1966 . . . . only that it be His
time), could see a spiritual awakening
that knows no denomination, no mere
effervescence that goes so often as ‘“re-
vival”, no tag or tie . . . . only God
and His Holy Spirit.

“IF MY PEOPLE, WHICH ARE

HIS CONDITIONS.

PRAYING FRIENDS:

We pass on this Canadian Centennial
Challenge to you as the people of God,
who must PRAY, and PRAY and
PRAY.

As God speaks to you, deal with Him
personally; then gather those of like
precious faith, to form a prayer chain
or a prayer group, and pray for RE-
VIVAL in Canada. Let there be no
organization, just obedience; no com-
mittees, just consecration; no leadership,
save the Holy Spirit.

THE BIBLE—A MESSAGE OF
CERTAINTY

As a Bible College, we believe and
teach the Bible as the infallible, inspired
Word of God. Here is a quotation to
which we say ‘Amen’.

“This brings us to an important ques-
tion. “To what extent can a Christian
be absolutely certain of his status with
regard to God?” Can one say, “Once
a Christian, always a Christian”? “If I
could only be sure of how I stand, a
real burden would be lifted off my
shoulders” is the kind of thing so many
people say. In the uncertainty of the
modern world, where humanism and
agnosticism hold out to their adherents
scarcely a shred of assurance about any-
thing, the true Christian message comes
with convincing power. The early Chris-
tians did not turn the world upside down
by propagating fancies and fables. As
Dante wrote:

‘Christ said not to his first conventicle
Go forth amd preach impostures to the

world’ .

In the New Testament we find the
words “we know” repeated on page after
page. “We speak that we do know, and
testify that we have seen.” The Chris-
tian has a message of certainty. And
this sense of conviction is based, not
just on his own subjective religious ex-
perience, but also upon objective truths
about what God has done, revealed by
Him to man, and recorded for us in the
pages of the Bible.”
