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The relationship of Miss Nancy Black to Ontario Bible College has been extensive and varied. It 
began with Nancy as a student, then as a secretary, part-time faculty member and since 1975, as a 
full-time faculty member. She has also given administrative leadership as Administrative Assistant 
to the Registrar and one year as Acting-Chairperson of the Christian Education Department. Dur­
ing her eleven years on the faculty, Miss Black has shown herself to be a very pleasant and very 
committed member of the Academic community. Her contribution includes faculty advising, ser­
ving on faculty committees, and editing the CREDEP news for the Christian Education Depart­
ment. In her new ministry at First Alliance Church., Miss Black will serve as C.E. Director and in 
Women's Ministry. The same qualities which marked her OBC ministry will characterize her new 
ministry and will bring the continued blessing of God upon her labors.

Rev. George Hay joined the faculty of OBC in 1980. This move was a major transition from a 
pastoral ministry to an academic context. In the seven years of ministry at OBC, Rev. Hay has 
served as chairman of the pastoral department, Director of Field Education and Dean of Students. 
These varied roles have been faithfully filled by balancing academics and administration. Rev. 
Hay will be remembered as a man of tenacity, a man with a real sense of humour and a commit­
ment to students. His new ministry places him on the pastoral staff at People's Church in Toronto, 
where he will continue to make a substantial contribution to the work of God's Kingdom.

It is crucial that we give ourselves to the point of 
service where it is most beneficial and meaningful to our ministry and relationships with our families, friends, and God. Being 
selective in what we commit ourselves to in the years to come will make all the difference not only in what we put into life, but 
also what we get out of life. We need to be sensitive in these days of busyness in order to choose those opportunities that 
would be most affirming of our gifts and time. We need to commit ourselves to doing the things we do because we feel God is 
leading us in that direction rather than for selfish reasons.

School is finished. Those haunting words "it will never be quite the same again" will ring loudly in your mind tonight and 
tomorrow night.

OBC has provided us with alot of meaningful friendships and for some, partners for life. Our new life after OBC allows us to 
once again take up the challenge of meeting new people and being involved in new things. In a sense we will be able to prac­
tise what has been preached and to see God working in different ways. To be on the cutting edge of life is where we see 
ourselves and our relationship with God as it truly is.

A friend of mine shared the following verses with me, that mean even more to me now than they did when she told me 
about four months ago. Acts 1 7:24-28, "The God who made the world and everything in it is the Lord of Heaven and earth and 
does not live in temples built by hands. And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because he himself 
gives all men life and breath and everything else. From one man he made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the 
whole earth. And he determined the times set for them and the exact places where they should live. God did this so that men 
would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from each of us. For in him we live and move 
and have our being".

Graduates, one step of our lives is complete. The next has already begun to form. As God has taken us through these years, 
so too will He place you and I exactly where He wants us, and He will work through us to glorify Himself.

God requires a pure vessel. We must be willing to put aside our hopes of what we want to be and do and instead give God 
full reign in our lives - serving God with all our heart, mind, soul, and strength.
